HEEREF Il Reporting — CRRSAA

The Coronavirus Response and Relief Supplemental Appropriations Act, 2021 (CRRSAA), was
signed in to law on December 27, 2021. CRRSAA provides for education stabilization through
emergency funding to institutions of higher education through a third round of Higher Education
Emergency Relief Funds (HEERF 111). Institutions accepting CRRSAA funds must commit to
providing a portion of the funds in the form of financial aid grants to students, which can be used
for any component of the student’s cost of attendance or for emergency cost that arise due to
coronavirus. UMB’s minimum required allocation to students is $ 2,663,310.

Reporting Timeline

Reports are due quarterly and must be posted on the institution’s primary website no later than
10 calendar days after the calendar quarter.

January 10, April 10, July 10, October 10

Once funds are fully spent, the institution may indicate that this is the institution’s final quarterly
posting and that is covers all remaining HEERF fund expenditures for that specific HEERF
Student Portion funding. After posting, no more quarterly public reporting of Student Portion
funds is required.

1. An acknowledgement that the institution signed and returned to the Department the
Certification and Agreement and the assurance that the institution has used the
applicable amount of funds designated under the CRRSAA program to provide
Emergency Financial Aid Grants to Students.

University of Maryland Baltimore signed and submitted the Certificate and Agreement for the
Emergency Financial Aid Grants to Students under the HEERF | - Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and
Economic Security (CARES) Act which included assurances to use at least 50% of the total
CARES Act allocation for student emergency funds.

University of Maryland Baltimore received $ 2,663,310 in funding for emergency financial
assistance for students with exceptional need.

For HEERF Il First Round — UMB had 241 students with an expected family contribution of
$0.00 - $7,500 and 79 students with an expected family contribution of $ 7,501 - $70,000. UMB
used an application and offered the application to all eligible students 5,219 student

For HEERF IIl Second Round — UMB awarded students entering for the spring term. Priority
was given to undergraduate Pell eligible students.

UMB selected students with an expected family contribution of $0.00 to $ 70,000 who
experienced unemployment, reduction in employment, as well as additional expenses due to the
pandemic. The students were enrolled fall 202109 term for round 1 and enrolled for spring
2022 for round 2
